The Truck 10 crew of Sacramento City Fire

This is the sixth year in a row TPNA has given
scholarships to deserving Johnson students. So far,

over $10,000 has been awarded, and TPNA seeks to
expand and improve outreach to potential applicants and
continue to work with educators at Johnson to bolster the
program. In recent years fundraising efforts, including an
annual Bowling For Scholarhips night, organized by Eric
and his committee, has led to increased visibility for this
program, which is now a staple in TPNA’s ongoing effort
to support our community.

Next year’s Bowling Night will take place in March
2012, look for further information about the event soon.
Until then, neighbors and community members can
show support for the scholarship program and TPNA by
attending this year’s Concert in the Park, which will take
place at Tahoe Park on September 18, 2011. Cold Shot, the
popular local band featuring Tahoe Park resident “T-Bone
Tim” on drums and vocals will perform, as they have for
the last six years, hits from the ‘80’sand ‘90’s, as well as
contemporary music.
